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It was carried out an investigation of Armenian population, who experienced earthquake, deportation, war, economical and social-political crisis, at the Center of Mental Health “Stress” during 1989-2007. This chapter reviews the war-induced psychic trauma among war participants. One of the considerable peculiarities of the trauma is its development on the base of  social-economical hardness and deprivation. Therefore, the presented material consists of three constituents: dynamics of environment (society), psychic trauma and trauma-induced mental disorders, dynamics of traumatized person.
Environment and its dynamics.  The existing social-psychological situation in Armenia from 90th of XX century caused a radical turn in public perception, dominating way of life and moral principles all of the population. The main peculiarity of that period is the total disadaptation, destruction of the spiritual, cultural and environmental organization of the life of society. Nihilism increased in the society, the behavior of people was determined by parochial and subgroup interests, the mystical and mythological comments dominated in thinking of people, the value of life was confined by “today and here”, and the future was “shortened” to the current moment, there was a loss of prospects. The most important changes took place in the Armenian family - it was seen a considerable increase of conflicts and instability. This situation was the background for the development of personality dynamics among combat trauma survivors. 
Psychic trauma and trauma-induced mental disorders.  There are several peculiarities of combat traumatic stress, which define the character of the psychopathological response to the traumatic stress: the disturbances appear simultaneously among a great number of people, the victims are compelled to continue to fight with the consequences of the trauma to survive themselves and defend the brother-in-arms, the war experiences are seemed meaningless and cause feelings of guilt for the death of other people. 
The dynamics of traumatized personality clearly reflect the unity of two directions in the investigation of personality changes: psychological and medical. It was carried out motivational research among war participants with post-stress disorders. It was found out that the specificity and dynamics of PTSD are determined by personality and situational factors. The patients had two types of motivations for the war participations: direct (67%) – «who, if not me», and indirect (33%) – self-actualization problems. There was a shift of motivation from indirect meaning to direct during the war. There were found out other important changes in motivations and meaning during and after war.  All these are the result of experienced stresses, on one hand, and the social-economical situation, where the ex-combatants are living, on the other.  
The findings predetermine main directions of coping, therapy and rehabilitation of former war participants, including not only medical, but humanistic and social aspects. 
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
